1 in nineteen children experience homelessness each year. Since founding, we have served 98+ 
individuals; 34 families served with 4 stably housed in 2022 alone.

We provide prevention services before families reach crisis, shelter and case management when 
families become homeless, and stabilization once they have secured housing to ensure they remain 
independent.

Our community-based response taps into existing local resources to empower families towards 
economic stability. 65+ partners since founding.

Families come to us in crisis; we help them rebuild their lives with new skills and ongoing support.
